Gold Hall Pass Rules and Regulations

Beginning this first semester of the 2006-2007 school year, all Senior and Junior members of NHS will be issued a Gold Hall pass.

Guidelines and Procedures for Gold Hall Pass

The Gold Hall Pass functions in the same manner as LHS paper passes. All normal pass requirements and procedures apply.

Gold Pass Holders Must…

1. Ask their teacher or supervisor for permission to go to desired location before embarking.

2. Show teacher or supervisor the Gold Hall Pass.

3. Go directly to the specified destination.

4. Sign in to specified location (if necessary) upon arrival.

5. Present Gold Hall Pass to any teachers, administrators, or supervisors who should request it while student is traveling to their destination.

6. Have prior consent from a teacher before leaving study hall or senior lounge for extra help.

Violations and Consequences

We do not anticipate any violations of the Gold Hall Pass to occur.  However, if one of the violations listed below occurs, faculty and staff should immediately notify Kurt Jannke.  If it is determined that a NHS member has abused the Gold Hall Pass privilege in any way, that student will be required to return the pass and will lose privileges for the remainder of the school year.  If additional consequences are deemed necessary, an official report will be submitted to the APO.  Should there be three instances of NHS members abusing the Gold Hall Pass privileges, all NHS members will forfeit their cards and have their privileges revoked. 

Violations of Gold Hall Pass rules include (but are not limited to):

1. Going to locations other than those approved by the teacher or supervisor.

2. Leaving school property without permission from the APO.

3. Disrupting other classes or creating any disturbance in the halls.

4. Using the Gold Hall Pass as an excuse for tardiness or absence.

5. Otherwise taking advantage of the privileges granted by the Gold Hall Pass.

6. Leaving study hall for extra help without prior consent from the teacher.
